Please do not exceed three (3)
pages, double space.

4. One letter of reccommendations from a guidance counselor or arts faculty member.

5. Three (3) different digital images representing your work; identify the medium and title. No more than three (3) images
will be judged.

6. Recipient is asked to attend the award presentation on July 2, 2020 at the Westmoreland Arts & Heritage Festival.

The $1,000 award is a one-time scholarship that will be paid directly to the college or university. The scholarship must be
applied during the academic year in which it was awarded.

Students related to a member of the Westmoreland Arts & Heritage Festival Board of Directors, Scholarship Committee or a
Festival employee are not eligible to participate.
